4.2. Fixing the carrier or the stretcher in the fagener.

2. Guide the carrier or the stretcher into the darbe, lining it with the sleeper for the entering
wheels with the fastener. Line up the stud underctrrier in the insert conduit.

5.4. Checking the fastener

until the fastener is repaired.

If you assemble the fastener on the floor of anwdarire, check the side under the ambulance to
avoid oxygen leaks into the petrol tank and intp aiiner installation.
